5. Judging Activities
Judges’ Review Session (Instruction)

For the judges instruction (as at the World Games which was the first Championships of the
new cycle), the Acro TC used well prepared power points for E and A judging. These
included short video clips of elements and deductions from the COP were identified. The
judges watched the clips and then gave their deductions, by the rules, which they then could
check against those provided during the instruction.

Judges’ Draw
The judges draw commenced before for the qualifications took place in the morning and the

afternoon before the sessions started and they were conducted professionally and efficiently.

For the finals, the draws only included independent judges and the draws took place
immediately before the respective final.
